Why Downtown Elgin? 
  

Elgin is a Texas Main Street City and has an active downtown revitalization program.  We host events throughout the year such as Sip Shop and Stroll on 2nd Thursdays from 5-8, Small Business Saturday, Holiday events for July 4, Halloween, and Christmas, and the Annual Hogeye Festival in October to name share just a sampling.  

A new zoning overlay of the downtown district allows for work live spaces.  Under the new zoning overlay, buildings in the blue zone, can have 50% of the rear of the structure in a residential use and 50% of the front in a commercial use.  The yellow zone allows up to 100% residential uses.  The overlay allows uses downtown such as food processing, wineries, breweries, metal smithing etc.  The district has a thriving business community including Hat Creek Provisions Company, ATX Homemade Jerky, The Owl, Wine Bar & Home Goods Store, four buildings are in the renovation process for a new restaurant, and for mixed use space.  Downtown loft apartment space has more than doubled in the last eighteen months.  The occupancy rate downtown is the highest it has been in more than twenty years.     

The Shop Elgin First and Dine Elgin First campaigns target encouraging the local community to spend their leisure time and expenditures in Elgin, and we host seminars and business assistance events regularly.  The downtown area has had extensive investment in new infrastructure such as sidewalks, ADA accessibility ramps, planters, banners, and we are developing a master plan for open space development in the Veteran's Memorial Park area.

Most buildings downtown are contributing structures in a historic district listed on the National Register of Historic Places and are eligible for both state franchise tax credits and federal tax credits.  Local assistance programs supported by the Elgin Economic Development Corporation and the Main Street Board, provide reimbursements for everything from a roll-off to façade improvements to complete building renovations.  

The Economic Development Corporation, the Chamber, and the Elgin Main Street program work together to provide a direct mail magazine called Downtown 78621 to more than 10,000 households in the Elgin and Manor area.
